





Section 10-8-14, Utah Code Ann. and Article XI of the Utah

Constitution. If, at any time or for any reason in City's sole
judgment, it is unable to furnish the surplus water provided for
under this Agreement, it may restrict, reduce, cancel and/or
terminate this Agreement upon thirty (30) days written notice by
personally serving or mailing by certified or registered mail,
written notice thereof to the last known address of User;
provided, however, that the foregoing shall in no way prohibit
City fram assigning or transferxring its oblinations hereunder to
another supplier, or from making other arrangements for the
supply of water to User.

9. It is understood and agreed that City may shut off the
water supply to User or terminate its obligation hereunder
immediately for User, its stockholders, agents, employees,
invitees or trespassers violation of any of the terms and
conditions hereof or for the violation of any applicable City or
ordinance or State law, or any regulation of Salt Lake City and
County Board of Health in effect at the time of such violation.
User hereby specifically aqrees to be bound by and comply with
all applicable City and County ordinances and State laws. City
may, at its sole option, after written request for permission
fraom User, allow User to cure any breach or violation within a
reasonable time, to be determined by City.

10. Neither this Agreement nor the benefits nor obligations

hereunder are assignable by User without the prior written

consent of City.

11. User agrees to indemnify, save harmless and defend
City, its agents and employees fram and against any and all
suits, legal proceedings, claims, demands, costs and attorney's
fees arising out of or by reason of User's construction, main-
tenance of said waterline and attendant facilities and use of
said water obtained hereunder. User also agrees to maintain in
force and at its own expense during the life of this Agreement, a
canprehensive general liability insurance policy naming the City
as an additional insured, with additional coverages for
contractual completed operations, and products liability in the
minimum amounts of $250,000/$500,000 for bodily injury and
$100,000 for property damage. User agrees to furnish concurrent
herewith and as needed throughout the term hereof, certificates
of insurance verifying such coverage.

12, This Agreement embodies the entire agreement between
the City, User and its said stockholders listed on Exhibit "A",
and cannot be alteved except in writing signed by both parties.
